The report contained sueh dsta sé the number. of ‘airplanes mrticlpating, the number considered to Have BECOm-
plished the lssion; the number which failed to complate the mission and ths reasong. therefor,  ‘the targets
ettacked, thé tors of bombs, - rourds of anmuition end gallons of gesoline expended, . ths hours flown by atir-
planes participating and the loases sustained and inflicted on enemy sircraft.

Although: the report was modifisd from time to time to mest changing needs, the  basic material collected
was ‘assentlally similar, Moreover,- ths report providsd a unifirn set of definitions, so that werld-wide sta~
tistics of combat operations could be complled on & uniform basis.

After consolidating tha reports, each- echelon of command was able to analyze the effectivensss and  cost
of its operations.  Staf¢ plannivg factors were created for sorties,  flying time, bonb, ammunition, gasoline
and other: supply requirements and losses in order to compare actual experience  with ithat planned  or reasons
ably  expected.  The following  table sets forth ' soms of the . staff planning factors for B~29 airplanes and
crews used: by the XXI Bomber Command and the actual ‘rates experienced during May 19453

By applying staff planning. facters: to: plarned gréup deployméent,  the AAF was able to estimate for a 'fut-
urs. pariod the number of ‘serties to be flown, tons of bambs to: ba dropped,  airplans and crew losses and the
required flow of men and materiel to sustain units at -eapacity operating levels.

Initial attenmpts to plan  B«29 requirements were based in part on the operating experiance of heavy bomb-
er units. As experience: in the operation’ of B-29s developed, planning factors were refined and: improved by

continuing analyses of the latest operating ‘data, and as ‘a result the Frogram was-a sensitive  indicator of
actual requirements.

As sccurate damage assessment became avﬂﬁble, additional planning factors were devised to estimate the
rate at which AAF effart might be expectad to reduce the power of the enemy to resist, As a result, it was
possible to trogram the strildng power of ‘the AAF against spscific types of targets to be destroyed.
