BOGUSLAW SCHÄFFER 
(1929-2019, POLISH) 

Born in Lwów (now in Ukraine). This totally sui generis composer began composing at age 16.  He studied 
violin in Opole (1946–49) and moving to Cracow, he studied composition with Malawski and musicology with 
Zdzislaw Jachimecki (a pupil of Schönberg) at the University there (1949–53) and in 1953, he composed the 
first post-war Polish dodecaphonic work for orchestra. Schäffer was a lecturer in the 1950s and in 1959 had 
studies with Luigi Nono. Becoming a music lecturer in the 1950s, he then worked at the Experimental Studio 
of the Polish Radio in Warsaw in 1965. 

Schäffer was a true Renaissance man. As a composer, he was prodigious, completing more than 550 works 
across 23 musical genres. However, he had, at the same time, an independent career as a playwright and 
completed 40 plays (his first, in 1955, was “Webern,” on the life of Anton Webern) and did further writing on 
contemporary music, publishing more than a dozen books; in the 1960s and 1970s he was a graphic artist, 
and from 1967–73 he was editor-in-chief of the periodical Forum Musicum. In the 1970s and from 1986 to 
2002, he taught composition at the Mozarteum in Salzburg, where he died in 2019. His compositional activity 
appears to have ceased about ten-to-twelve years before his death. 

Schäffer produced many compositions in styles both traditional and advanced, often with non-traditional 
scoring employing rhythmic systems; notation featuring diagrams, typescript, decomposition, and 
assemblages; microtonality; and jazz and stage elements. He is considered by many the “most original figure 
in Polish music—an icon of creative experimentation,” yet his music remains virtually unknown outside of 
Poland; for example, he often skipped numbering of works in a particular genre. 

The following listing of unrecorded concertos and concertante scores is large and diverse. It begins with the 
popular genres: piano, violin, and cello. This is followed by concertante pieces with unique (and sometimes 
bewildering) scoring, which includes compositions more accurately considered chamber music because they 
have as few as a single instrument. However, since they are titled “Concerto,” they are nonetheless included. 
This workslist—though largely (but not exclusively) dependent, among others, on several on-line and in-book 
secondary sources (for example, Polish websites, and Baker’s and Grove’s dictionaries) that are invariably 
sketchy, imprecisely catalogued, and often disagree among themselves—represents a more accurate and 
complete accounting of Schaeffer’s concertante works than I believe has ever been assembled.

WLADYSLAW SZPILMAN    
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(1911–2000) 
 
Born in Sosnowiec. In Warsaw, he studied piano at the Chopin Academy with first- and second-
generation pupils of Liszt. Moving to Berlin, he continued piano studies with Schnabel and began 
composition lessons with Schreker. Retuning to Poland in 1933, he began a career as a concert 
pianist, especially as an accompanist to violinists such as Gimpel, Haendel, Szeryng, and Totenberg. 
At the Polish Radio, he was their “house” pianist, and his September 23, 1939 broadcast of a Chopin 
recital was the last given by the station before the Nazi invasion shut it down. As a Jew in Warsaw, he 
was constantly under threat from the Nazis and was kept in hiding for years by friends. At one point, 
he was saved by, of all people, a German officer, sympathetic to classical music, who had recognized 
Szpilman the pianist and picked him out of a group of death-camp deportees.. His remarkable story of 
survival and revival was told in his 1998 memoir and the 2002 film “The Pianist.” His composition 
style in the 1940 Concertino is in a lively, popular-music vein that recalls Gershwin; it was 
reconstructed later from memory and was not heard live until a 2001 concert held in Los Angeles. His 
only other concerto is a 1931 Violin Concerto, which was lost during the war.
